Transitional Arrangements from Statements of Special Educational Needs to Educational Health and Care Plans (EHCP’s)
The Local Authority plans to use the newly established transfer review meeting as the means by which children transfer to the new EHCP system.
The Transfer Review meeting will replace the annual review meeting for children and young people in Year 6.  Their Statements will be transferred to the EHC Plan.  In preparation for transfer to secondary school a representative from the Local Authority is required to attend the transfer review meeting.  This will be either the EHCP Co-ordinator or the school’s Educational Psychologist.
Schools will be required to set dates for all Year 6 annual reviews no later than 19th December, 2014.
