Keeping in Touch

Schools are in touch with all families, providing information about learning, emotional health, and wellbeing.  Some pupils with medical and/or physical needs may need more frequent contact to ensure that they have all the support and resources they need while learning at home. When contacting families, SENCos/schools have been made aware of the information below.
Specialist Equipment

Some children with physical needs will have specialist equipment in school.  This equipment will have been prescribed by an occupational therapist.  If families think their child would benefit from having a piece of equipment, which is in school taken home, whilst they are unable to attend, they should either contact their Occupational Therapist or the SENCO.  The Children’s Occupational Therapy Department are providing telephone reviews for patients with long-term conditions.  If a pupil’s occupational therapist feels school equipment is needed at home, s/he can make a request to have the equipment collected, cleaned, and delivered to the pupil’s home.  This will be done using the Medequip integrated community equipment service.

If this means that specialist seating is also needed, parents or the school, are asked to contact the occupational therapist involved.
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
